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On May 30, a group of WPC friends gathered in the Fellowship Hall kitchen to prepare 100 bags of
sandwiches, chips, fruit, and water for people at the Life Shelter in Arlington. Every month that has 5
Saturdays, people donate things for the bags and then come together to assemble the bags and
deliver them to the Life Shelter.

The Life Shelter is a 501(c)3 non-profit organization established to help individuals and families
who are homeless for any number of reasons. The Shelter at 325 West Division in Arlington provides
a safe place for people to get immediate help.

To get help at the Shelter, every person must have identification, go through a background check,
and have a job or looking for work. The things that are not provided include transportation,
groceries, clothing, or money to pay bills or rent. What is provided in addition to a safe place to
sleep is assistance for finding a job and financial classes.

The Mission Committee at WPC provides a small part of what is needed at the Life
Shelter by providing lunches to be distributed on the weekend. If you are interested in
volunteering or donating to the Life Shelter, check out arlingtonlifeshelter.org to see how
you can help. If you are interested in helping with the Shelter Sandwich mission of WPC,
talk to Maggie or Jennifer Del Angel. Look for the board that goes up outside of the
sanctuary for signing up for items to donate. The next time to help will be AUGUST!
